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PERFUMES 

The need for perfumes in our 

tropical country was known 

even from Vaedhic times. The 

processes of making scented 

water, perfume sticks, pow-

ders and essence have been 

described in several ancient 

works, like Gangaadhara's 

Gand hasaar a,  Br ihatð

samhita, Manasollasa, Gand-

havaadha and Gandhayukthi; 

The aromatic ingredients of 

some perfumes have also 

medical properties   - for ex-

ample Sukumaara Thaila, Ma-

haanaaraayanha Thaila. The 

aromatic ingredients includeð

chandana, useera, kesara, 

patralia etc. The perfumes       

are divided into eight catego-

ries based on the sources of 

aromatic ingredients   - leaves, 

flowers, fruits etc. Gangaad-

hara describes the method of 

preparation of six types of 

gandhas, scented powders / 

pastes. 

COSMETICS 

Cosmetics were used by both 

men and women in Indhiya 

from antiquity. The cosmetics 

used include - a paste of finely 

ground sandalwood dust 

smeared over the body to keep 

cool during summer, vermilion 

and a yellow pigment (4,) used 

as 'thilak' on the forehead, red 

lac used as lipstick and nail 

paint, lead carbonate used as 

face paint and hair wash. 

An item for promoting the 

growth of hair is mentioned in 

Atharva vaedha. In Bower's 

manuscript, hair dyes made by 

boiling sulphates of copper 

and iron with oil of beleric 

myrobalans have been de-

scribed. A hair wash with de-

coction of soap berries or soap 

pods i e. sikakai (Acacia con-

cinna) has also been described. 

Process of making toilet soaps 

has been described by Chakra-

paanhi (~900 A.D.) Anjanas 

(colliriums) cmd Surmas for 

decorating eyes have also been 

described. 

Rosaratna Samuchchaya (en 

gm) mentioned that natural 

antimony sulphide mineral 

from different sources could 

be used as Anjana. 'Surma', 

antimony sulphide (stibnite) 

and "Surmi', galena (PbS) and 

their mixture Kohl were in           

use for pointing eyebrows and 

eyelashes. Kajal, derived from 

soot obtained by burning clari-

fied butter, was traditionally 

used as Collirium. Use of Me-

hendi (Heena or Lasonia alba) 

for colouring nails and hair 

was known. Taking turmeric 

powder with food is supposed 

to give fair complexion. 

GEMS (Ratnas) 

Even during the indus valley 

civilization period i.e. before 

1500 B.C., beads, gems, semi 

precious gem stones, ame-

thyst, jasper, agate, turquoise 

etc. were known. Some of 

them seem to have been pol-

ished and fine holes bored in 

them indicating a high degree 

of skill of working on precious 

stones even in those early 

times. 

Gems or Rathnas were used 
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from earlier times for decora-

tion in ornaments, fixation of 

mercury in Aayurvaedhic 

medicines and even to ward 

off the malevolent influences 

of planets and bring luck and 

longevity. The gems are clas-

sified as Mahaarathnas and 

Uparathnas.  

The art of testing gold and 

gems and coloring of gems has 

been described in detail in sev-

eral works. The gems were 

differentiated by their weight, 

hardness, optical properties 

and fusibility. All gems except 

diamond fuse with a mixture 

of alkali carbonote (K2CO3 

and Na2CO3). The Rathnab-

hasmas have medicinal value. 

'Brahma Jyothi method, deals      

with the preparation of dia-

mond powder used in Aayur-

vaedhic medicine. It will be 

worth while to look for the 

recently discovered carbon 

allotropes 'fullerenes' in the 

diamond powder. 

Loha Bhasmas (Metal prepara-

tions) According to P C. Ray, 

Loha Bhasmas are either pow-

dered metallic compounds like 

chlorides, oxides, oxychlo-

rides, sulphides etc. or metals 

in a finely divided state like 

gold powder or silver powder. 

Bhasmas of mercury, iron, 

copper, tin, lead, gold, and sil-

ver are said to have medicinal     

values. Detailed accounts of 

the bhasmas are found in 

many Rasasaasthra texts. Spe-

cific tests have been described 

to ascertain particle size of 

Bhasmas. 

Methods of preparation and 

elucidation of therapeutic val-

ues of four bhasmas of mer-

cury have been described in 

medical texts. The main con-

stituents of these are -- 

1. Kajjali or Rosaparpati : 

black mercurous sulphide 

(Hg2 S) with some sulphur. 

2. Rosakarpura : calomel 

(HgjCl,); useful for treating 

syphilis. 

3. Raktha bhasma : red mercu-

ric sulphide, (HgS). 

4. Peela bhasma : yellow mer-

curic oxide. 

Similarly preparations and 

medical uses of Suvarna 

Bhasma, Rajata Bhsma, Loha 

(fron} Bhasma, Thaamra 

(Copper) Bhasma, Sisa (lead} 

and Vanga (tin) Bhasmas have 

been also described.
