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Leave alone un-measureable 

items. What about measure-

able ones? The United states 

alone, it is estimated by Fed-

eral geologists, is robbed of 

783 million tons of its native 

soil every year. Since 1776, it  

must have lost the equivalent 

of a  mountain seven miles 

across at its base and rising to 

a height of  4500  feet above 

the surrounding country. The 

whole of Scandinavia is gradu-

ally tilting from North to 

South.  Compared with sea-

level, it appears that the north 

of  Scandinavia  is rising at the 

rate of about four-tenths of an 

inch a year, quite enough to be 

accurately measured, while the 

South-Western end of the pen-

insula remains at the same 

level. Similar changes are tak-

ing place in the level of 

Finland on the opposite side of 

the Baltic, so there is good 

reason  to believe that the 

movement, if slow from  a hu-

man point of view, is also 

widespread. England is tilting-

from North-West to South-

East. Borings in the buried 

channel of the Thames show 

that where our forefathers 

from the Late Stone Age lived 

and worked is now some 60 to 

70  feet below sea-level. It fol-

lows that the neighborhood of 

London has been sinking, dur-

ing the past ten thousand 

years, at the not very impres-

sive average of 9 inches in a 

hundred years. Is it still sink-

ing? The most recent measure-

ments suggest that it is. All 

this applies only to London 

itself. It is in agreement with 

the idea that England is tilting 

as a whole. Coastal erosion 

progresses much more obvi-

ously. The classical example is 

provided by the fate of Dun-

wich on the east coast of Eng-

land, once a flourishing town 

with a cathedral and eight 

churches, which has lost the 

last of its churches and is a 

town no more. Elsewhere the 

sea is retreating behind a bar-

rage of sea-borne mud, and 

sometimes both processes may 

be seen simultaneously pro-

ceeding within a few miles of 

each other.( 13).  
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In Indhiya, Poompuhaar, once 

a principal harbor city of the 

ancient Choalha kingdom, 

vanished into the sea very long 

ago. Dhanushkoti, the South 

Indian tip of the mythological 

stone bridge built by the mon-

key king Sugreevaôs troops 

unto Sri Lanka,  was wiped 

out by the sea very recently.

(14). Even the growth of 

mountains is undoubtedly a 

contemporary  movement.  It  

is  certain, for example, that 

the Himalayas are still rising, 

so that the longer  it is before 

Mount Everest  is conquered, 

the greater  by a few inches 

will be the honor of the climb-

ers.  Making mountains out of 

molehills may, in a human be-

ing, be a sign of weakness. In 

nature it implies an almost un-

believable strength.(15). Per-

haps the ancient proverb in 

Thamizh language meaning 

óNorth rises, South erodesô 

suggests that the ancients 

knew these phenomena several 

thousand years ago. 

Science cannot stop these hap-

penings. Sooner or later, sci-

ence must come up against the 

ultimate warning sign, ñThus 

far, and no furtherò.  What is 

the meaning of this limitation? 

It is that the last analysis sci-

ence can provide is only how 

things behave, not what they 

are. An immediate corollary is 

that science has a great deal 

less to tell the world about re-

ligion than is generally sup-

posed.(16).  Thus, no science 

can be applied to God, nor is it 

necessary to prove His exis-

tence. If he does not exist, we 

also do not, making it impossi-

ble for us to be here for dis-

cussions.           

Sergeant: Phil has produced 

many emphatic examples for 

the limitations of science. 

Most of us would readily 

agree with him. But, by the 

help of aids and appliances, 

which were not available to 

our ancestors, modern scien-

tists have 

the facility 

of explor-

ing many 

fields 

which have 

for ages 

been mys-

terious and 

baffling to 

man. As 

Einstein 

truly ob-

serves, ñIn the present age, 

tainted by the spirit of materi-

alism, only the scientists, who 

investigate the secrets of the 

universe with complete dispas-

sion and pure detachment, are 

true devotees of religionò. 

Sometime ago, science paid 

attention to the investigation 

of only practical things which 

were perceptible to and could 

be verified by the evidence 

from the senses. But now, sci-

entists were able to unravel 

many mysteries from the se-

crets of atom to the nature and 

destiny of stellar systems lying 

beyond millions of light years.

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Phil: This has already been 

refuted. I donôt want to repeat 

it. The essential difference be-

tween science and God is that 

between the finite and the infi-

nite, making God beyond sci-

ence. Thus God cannot be 

reached or explained by sci-

ence! 

Atheist: Infinity itself is 

imaginary and imaginationôs 

account is fiction. Therefore, 

God exists only in fictional 

mythology, not in reality. 

Notingame: Enough, gentle-

men and ladies, we have al-

ready overstepped our allotted 

time for this topic, luckily be-

fore any fist fight. Permit me 

to end this session with the 

following observations: 

1. A huge majority of people 

offer prayers to God. 

2. Majority belief is not proof 

enough for Godôs existence. 

3. Beliefs are thrust upon the 

common public by the upper 

class, a very small minority. 

4. The Upper classes crush 

opposing ideas. 

5. Scientific proof is required 

for Godôs existence. 

6. God is beyond science 

which has limitations. Science 

is finite and God is infinity. 

7. Scientists too agree that sci-

ence cannot explain all. 

8. Confusion still persists about 

Godõs existence. 

Abboi: Please Chairman, per-

mit me to reorder some of 

these points for my future use. 

Since science is about the fi-

nite quantity as opposed to 

god which is about the infin-

ity, science cannot explain 

everything going on around 

us. Small-minority upper class 

use this fact to their advantage 

to install such god-ideas 

among the vast- majority com-

mon public that allow them to 

exploit the latter for their per-

sonal benefits.
